It has a very low melting point and will only show a little hole or a small mark if an ember fell on it. Solid colored hearth rugs are the most popular. However, multi-colored and light hearth rugs are also in demand. Oriental rugs are available which are a little more expensive than other rugs but they give a romantic touch to your room. There are many styles, shapes and sizes to choose from. If you have wall-to-wall carpet then buying a hearth rug is a must if you want to save your expensive carpet from getting burn marks. Mostly these kinds of rugs are made in a semi-circular shape. You can also find oval hearth rugs, but half-round are the ones that look great in front of a fireplace. When you have a hearth rug in your house, you will be able to have fire whenever you want without any worry. You can also direct your children not to go further than the rug, otherwise they might get themselves hurt.
